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1 Reason for Change

Current architecture document of OMA-PoC-AD-V1_0-20040511-D has some editorial errors in the figure of high level procedure and protocol messages inconsistent with the SIP message set. The CR proposes to correct the errors and make a consistent SIP message description in the figures.
