The procedures includes:

· Registration according to IETF and 3GPP;

· Registration of the PoC feature tag.

6. Procedures at the PoC Client 

6.1 PoC Client Originating Procedures

6.1.1 General

The PoC Client SHALL register, re-register and de-register to the SIP/IP Core as described in [RFC3261] with the clarifications in the following sub-sections.

The PoC Client

· SHALL set the Request-Uri header to the SIP/IP Core operator domain name;

· Set the To and From header field to the PoC Address of the PoC user;

· SHALL include the PoC feature-tag +g.poc.talkburst in the Contact header as described by [draft-ietf-callee-caps]; 
· SHALL include User-Agent header to indicate the PoC Release version. 

Editor’s note: The syntax of the User-Agent header is for further study.


6.1.1.1 Registration

When the PoC Client registers to the SIP/IP Core the PoC Client SHALL:

1. generate a REGISTER request as described in the section 6.1.1 “General”;
2. insert identity (and necessary security parameters) according to the rules of the SIP/IP Core; and,
3. send the REGISTER request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS register mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this and the following sub-sections.
