7.1.1 PoC Service Registration

7.1.1.1 General

7.1.1.2 PoC Service Registration

When the PoC Client sends a SIP REGISTER request to the SIP/IP Core the PoC Client SHALL:

1. generate a SIP REGISTER request as described in the sub-clause 6.1.1 “General”;

2. insert any necessary security parameters (e.g. Digest response) according to the rules of the SIP/IP Core; and,

3. send the SIP REGISTER request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS register mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-section.

NOTE: 
The SIP/IP core may challenge and authenticate the REGISTER request requiring the resending of the REGISTER request with authentication credentials.
7.1.1.3 PoC Service De-Registration

6.1.X PoC service settings procedure
Editor’s note: The exact name of the event package, the application, etc is FFS.
After the successful PoC service registration, the PoC client SHALL:
1. generate SIP PUBLISH request as specified in [draft-ietf-sip-publish];
2. set the request URI of the SIP PUBLISH request to the Authenticated Originators PoC Address;
3. include an Accept-Contact header with the Poc feature-tag +g.poc.talkburst;
4. include Event header with value “PoC- -settings”;
5. include a MIME application/poc-settings+xml body with the PoC clients PoC service settings as specified in section C.X.
6. send PUBLISH request towards home PoC server according to the rules of SIP/IP core.
Upon receiving SIP 200 “OK” response for the SIP PUBLISH request the PoC Client MAY indicate to the PoC user that the settings are now successfully set.
Upon PoC user updating the PoC service settings the PoC client SHALL update “PoC- -settings” event according to [draft-ietf-sip-publish].
PoC Client SHALL be able to refresh the publication of the “PoC- -settings” event according to [draft-ietf-sip-publish].
Before the PoC Client deregister the PoC Client SHALL remove “PoC- -settings” event according to [draft-ietf-sip-publish].
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
