2. SHALL generate a SIP “183 Session Progress” response to the SIP INVITE request as specified in subclause 7.3.2.1 “General” and according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and [RFC3262].

7. SHALL send the 183 ‘Session Progress’ response towards the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
Editor's Note: Whether it is feasible to send SDP in 183 Session progress needs to be investigated. Based on offer-answer model and the needed capability negotiations between clients attending the session, the answer needs to come from receiving client. It should be the Controlling Function that selects the codec based on answers to offer. In case of the participating Function selecting the codec may lead to error cases, prevent some invited clients attending the session or set requirement on transcoding. It may also limit possibilities to use higher codec modes if intended in certain scenarios.

Upon receiving a SIP 200 “OK” response to the SIP INVITE request the actions in the PoC Server depends, according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and [RF3262], on if the SIP 183 ”Session progress” was sent reliable or not as follow:

· SHALL, if the SIP 183 ”Session progress” was sent unreliable, send the SIP 200 “OK” response immediately (since the PoC Server does not have to wait for a SIP PRACK request).

· SHALL, if the SIP 183 ”Session progress” was sent reliable, send the SIP 200 “OK” according to rules and procedures of [RFC3262] and [RFC3261].

Whenever the PoC Server sends the SIP 200 “OK” response the PoC Server:

15. SHALL generate a 200 “OK” response as described in the sub-clause 7.3.2.1 “General”.
16. SHALL include a MIME SDP body with a SDP answer according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3264] and [RFC2327] with the following information:

a. The IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTP Session;

b. The answered codecs; 

c. if another IP address or port is used instead of the default IP address and port number, set the IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTCP session according to rules and procedures of [RFC3605].

d. The answered Talk Burst Control Protocols and the port number(s) to be used for the Talk Burst Control Protocol.
17. SHALL send the SIP 200 “OK” response towards the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
18. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-POC-UP] “Participating PoC Function procedure at initialization”.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS session establishment mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
