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1 Reason for Change
‘Queuing supported indicator’ description in POC-AD and POC-CP/POC-UP are not consistent with each other. The following are the sentences quoted from these documents. 

· In the chapter of 8 .9 ‘Talk Burst arbitration’ of POC-AD, there exists such description of  ‘Talk Burst request’: 

· ‘ The request is sent by the PoC Client to the PoC Server in order to request permission to send a Talk Burst. The request MAY include:

Queuing supported indicator if queuing is supported by the PoC Client; and, ’
· In the chapter 6.5.2  ‘TBCP Talk Burst Request message’ of OMA-TS_PoC-UserPlaneV1_V1_0-20041117-D, there exists description of information fields of  ‘Talk Burst request’ in Table2, and following it is the two optional fields, which are ’ Talk Burst Request Priority Level’ and ‘Talk Burst Request Timestamp’. But no ‘Queuing supported indicator’ is mentioned here.

· In the Appendix c3.1 OMA-TS-POC-ControlPlane-V1_0-20041117-D, there exists such description of   ‘queuing’
This parameter indicates that the optional queuing feature SHALL be used. Permissible values are 0 and 1.  If 1, queuing operation SHALL be used.  If 0 or if not present, no queuing operation is employed.

From the latter two quoted sentences, it shows that OMA specification prefers more to put ‘Queuing supported indicator’ in fields of control plane message, to fields in user plane message’ Talk Burst request’.

What is written in 8 .9 ‘Talk Burst arbitration’ of POC-AD is not consistent with that.
