"prearranged" or "chat" depending on the PoC Group Identity as specified in C.5.1 "Session Type uri-parameter";
Note: The inclusion of the Session Type uri-parameter in the Request-URI in case of the On-demand Sessions is not mandatory, as it is not needed by the PoC Server for further processing by the Controlling PoC Function.
