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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 thanks OMA PoC for their liaison statement on 5 level priority and pre-emption.
3GPP CT1 has recently created a work item on a priority service which is due for approval at plenary CT#34 (29 November – 1 December 2006). This work item is a building block to the parent feature work item already in progress in 3GPP SA1 where the technical specification is already under development. 
All criteria for approval of this work item are met. Expected completion of the work is CT#37 in September 2007 which is in line with the completion of the 3GPP SA1 work.
The intention of 3GPP CT1 is that RFC 4412 will be the basis of this work. All expected IETF work to support this work item is complete. 3GPP SA1 has already taken into consideration RFC 4412 during the drafting of the technical report TR 22.953 on Multimedia priority service for which a TS is under preparation, therefore besides the request from OMA, it is very likely that SA1 will also create requirements in line with this RFC.
It is noted that other namespaces could be supported for other purposes, but the current requirements are for the already developed namespace.

Our understanding is that the scope of RFC 4412 is to indicate priority at the SIP level. Any required priority of media needs to be supported by other means.
