9.X.1 Invitation Reservation request

This subclause describes the case when the PoC Client, which is capable of supporting Invitation Reservation, requests Invitation Reservation to the PoC Server specifying triggering conditions.
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Figure XX: PoC Invitation Reservation Request

1. The PoC Client A sends a REFER request to the Home PoC Network so as to request to reserve a PoC Session. Information elements contained in REFER request:

a. A Pre-arranged PoC Group identity or a list of PoC Addresses of PoC Users to be invited

b. PoC service indication

c. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A
d. PoC Invitation Reservation conditions (e.g. PoC Client B Availability)
e. Media Parameters of PoC Client A
f. Talk Burst Control Protocol proposal
g. Notification request
2. The SIP/IP Core A forwards the REFER request to the PoC Server A. Information elements contained in REFER request:

a. A Pre-arranged PoC Group identity or a list of PoC Addresses of PoC Users to be invited

b. PoC service indication

c. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A
d. PoC Invitation Reservation conditions (e.g. PoC Client B Availability)
e. Media Parameters of PoC Client A
f. Talk Burst Control Protocol proposal
g. Notification request
3. The PoC Server A authorizes the PoC Address of the PoC Client A and sends an ACCEPTED response to the SIP/IP Core A, if authorizing successfully.

4. The SIP/IP Core A forwards the ACCEPTED response to the PoC Client A.
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
