The new functionality to fulfil the following requirements of Invited Parties Identity Information is described here (based on OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20060112-D).

<Conditionality>


FUNC-EPE-PI-001
The PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL support the invited parties identity information functionality in regions where this functionality is not restricted due to regulations.
FUNC-EPE-PI-002
The PoC Client MAY support the invited parties identity information functionality.
<Functionality>


FUNC-EPE-PI-003
An inviting PoC User MAY indicate each PoC Addresses of all the invited PoC Users in the invitation to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session to be presented to, or hidden from, the other invited PoC Users.
FUNC-EPE-PI-004
The originating PoC Server SHALL send PoC Addresses of all invited PoC Users to all terminating PoC Serverswith the indication of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users to be presented to, or hidden from, the other invited PoC Users. 

Note: If the indication is not included in an invitation, the originating PoC Server sets the indication based on the settings, default is to make the PoC Address of the invited PoC User be hidden.


FUNC-EPE-PI-005
The terminating PoC Server MAY, according to the settings of the PoC Service Provider definition, remove the received invited party identity information.
FUNC-EPE-PI-006
In case one or more of the invited PoC Users identities have been expressed as anonymous:
· The originating PoC Server SHALL inform all terminating PoC Server(s) of their anonymity by including an indication with their PoC User Identity.
· The terminating PoC Server SHALL indicate in the invitation to the invited PoC User, the total number of anonymous PoC Users invited to the PoC Session 
· The terminating PoC Server SHALL NOT send the PoC User Addresses of any PoC User indicated as anonymous by the originating PoC server, in the invitation to the invited PoC User.

Change 1:  Brief description of specific change
	ID Notification Indication
	 An indication for a PoC Address of an invited PoC User to be presented to, or hidden from, the other invited PoC Users on the terminating Clients. An initiator of an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session sets the indications for all the invited PoC Users within invitation requests. Each indication takes either “SHOWN” or “HIDDEN” as its value.

	Service Provider Policy
	Service Provider Policy refers to the overall policy conditions actually selected by a service provider(s) for commercial implementation of a PoC Service.  Service Provider Policy is established based on commercial considerations, which may concern, e.g. support/non-support of certain network or client capabilities or service features within a network.  Service Provider Policy is applicable only to the network or subscribers over which the Service Provider has control. 


Change 2:  Brief description of specific change
8.x Invited Parties Identity Information

The PoC Server SHALL support the invited parties identity information functionality based on Service Provider Policy and configuration. A PoC Client MAY support Invited Parties Identity Information functionality.
      Note: It is recommended that Service Provider Policy shall enable this functionality except the case where this functionality is prohibited by local regulations.
An inviting PoC User MAY indicate each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users in the invitation to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session to be presented to, or hidden from, the other invited PoC Users on the terminating PoC Clients. 

The PoC Client MAY set ID Notification Indications for each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users in the invitation when it establishes an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session. The PoC Client SHALL send the invitation to his participating PoC Server via the underlying SIP/IP Core.

When a PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function receives an invitation for an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with ID Notification Indications: 

· the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY, according to the settings of the Service Provider  Policy, modify the ID Notification Indications in the received invitation, and

· the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL send PoC Addresses of all invited PoC Users to all terminating PoC Servers performing the Participating PoC Function with the ID Notification Indications of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users.

When a PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function receives an invitation for an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with the ID Notification Indications of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users: 

· the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function MAY, according to the settings of the Service Provider Policy, modify the ID Notification Indications in the received invitation, and

· the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL send the invitation to invited PoC Client(s) with the ID Notification Indications of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users except the case that
·  the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function will accept the invitation automatically and the invited PoC User has the preference pre-configured to the terminating PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function to answer automatically without the invited parties identity information when the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function will accept the invitation for him automatically. In that case the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function MAY remove the PoC Addresses of all invited PoC Users from the invitation which will be sent to the invited PoC Client.
When a PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function and/or the Participating PoC Function receives an invitation for an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with no ID Notification Indication, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function and/or the Participating PoC Function SHALL set the ID Notification Indications based on the settings of the PoC Service Provider, where the default setting SHOULD make the ID Notification Indication of the PoC Address of the invited PoC User be “HIDDEN”.

In case one or more of the invited PoC Addresses have been indicated as “HIDDEN” in ID Notification Indication(s):
· A PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL inform all terminating PoC Server(s) performing the Participating PoC Function of the all PoC Addresses with ID Notification Indications.
· A PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL indicate, in the invitation to the invited PoC User, the total number of the invited PoC Users whose PoC Addresses are indicated as “HIDDEN” in the ID Notification Indications and SHALL remove the PoC User Addresses of any PoC User indicated as “HIDDEN” in the ID Notification Indications in the invitation to the invited PoC Client.
When a PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function remove identity information from an invitation, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL indicate, in the invitation to the invited PoC User, the total number of the invited PoC Users.
The invited PoC Client MAY support displaying the list of invited parties identity information on the User Equipment.

A PoC Client SHALL be able to publish his preference for his Home PoC Server’s behaviours when the participating PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically as follows;
· “Answer automatically with the invited parties identity information when the participating PoC server will accept the invitation for him automatically.” or

·  “Answer automatically without the invited parties identity information when the participating PoC server will accept the invitation for him automatically”
A PoC Client SHOULD be able to publish his preference for his Home PoC Server’s behaviours when the participating PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically as follows;
·  “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indication of his/her PoC Address is set as “SHOWN” in a received invitation” or

· “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indications of all invited PoC Addresses are set as “HIDDEN” in a received invitation” .
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
