4.37 Invitation Reservation
A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Invitation Reservation functionality to enable a network-initiated PoC Session establishment. With this functionality, a PoC User can make an Invitation Reservation request to cause a PoC Server to establish an invitation with its preferred Invitation Reservation Condition. After the service request, when the conditions addressed by the Invitation Reservation Conditions are met, the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request.

The Invitation Reservation Conditions are invited PoC User presence information, PoC Session start-up time, reservation timeout value, and triggering parameters (e.g. PoC Session will be initiated when either only one is available or all are available). The PoC Client SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for 1-1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, if supported.

The authorised PoC Group member, according to the PoC Group data, SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session using PoC Client capability, if supported.
NOTE: External interworking machine may place preferred Invitation Reservation Conditions and may request Invitation Reservation functionality to the PoC Server.
A PoC User SHALL be able to not only cancel one of the made invitation reservations through an Invitation Reservation identity, but also cancel all his made invitation reservations.

PoC User A sends an Invitation Reservation cancellation message to the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function to cancel the Invitation Reservation. Information elements contained in the Invitation Reservation cancellation message:

a.  PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client  A; 
b. the identity of the Invitation Reservation to be cancelled
c. A  PoC Version 2.0 indication; and,
d. Other elements needed.
3－4. The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function removes the Invitation Reservation which the PoC User A intends to cancel according to the identity of the Invitation Reservation, releases related resources(e.g. cancels the subscription to presence information)  and sends 200 OK message to the PoC Client A to indicate that the intended Invitation Reservation has been cancelled successfully.

5.x.y.2 Cancel all the Invitation Reservations
This subclause describes the procedure for a PoC User to cancel all his Invitation Reservations made previously.
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1－2. PoC User A sends an Invitation Reservation cancellation message to the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function to cancel all the Invitation Reservations which the PoC User A made previously. Information elements contained in the Invitation Reservation cancellation message:

a.  PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client  A; 
b. A PoC Version 2.0 indication; and,
c. Other elements needed.
3－4. The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function removes all the Invitation Reservations of  the PoC User A, releases related resources(e.g. cancels the subscription to presence information)  and sends 200 OK message to the PoC Client A to indicate that  all the Invitation Reservations have been cancelled successfully.
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
