Editor’s notes: if Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes can be supported by Ad hoc PoC Group and 1-to-1 PoC Session is FFS.
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function supports multiple Media Burst Control Schemes, the followings apply: 
· On receiving a PoC Session set-up request, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL apply Media Burst Control Scheme defined for the Pre-arranged PoC Group if included in the PoC Group information. If not included, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY choose any Media Burst Control Scheme according to the local policy.
· The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY indicate to the PoC Client the determined Media Burst Control Scheme used in the PoC Session.
· The PoC Client MAY indicate to the PoC User which Media Burst Control Scheme is used in the PoC Session when the PoC session is established.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function can send the determined Media Burst Control Scheme using indication contained in either INVITE request or OK response.
