Definition of Group Advertisement is elaborated more in order to be aligned with requirements and one new definition (PoC Host) is copied from RD definition.

R01: 
Issues discussed during the Osaka meeting.

1. WHO (subjects of Group Advertisement) are allowed to send the Group Advertisement message.

2. WHO are allowed to change the subjects.

3. To WHOM (objects) the Group Advertisement message can be sent.

4. WHO are allowed to change the objects.

5. For unrestricted Chat PoC Group, the Group Advertisement message should be possible to be sent to ANY PoC User. In other words, the objects for unrestricted Chat PoC Group is fixed accoding to spec and even the group owner for unrestricted Chat PoC Group is NOT allowed to change the objects for unrestricted Chat PoC Group.

The summary from Osaka meeting discussion is as follows.

Regarding issue #1, only those who are allowed by the group owner can send the Group Advertisement message. In other words, the subjects are not necessarily be group members. Any PoC User, if allowed by group owner, can send the Group Advertisement message.

Regarding issue #2, only the group owner is allowed to change the subjects.

Regarding issue #3, the Group Advertisement messages can be sent only to those who are allowed by the group owner. In other words, the objects are not necessarily be group members. To any PoC Users, if allowed by group owner, the Advertisement message can be sent.

For example, if the group owner said the objects are A, B, C, D, and E, the the one who is sending the Group Advertisement message can select any combination WITHIN the 5 objects but not exceed (no F, G nor H).

Regarding issue #4, only the group owner is allowed to change the objects.

Regarding issue #5, as current spec said, for unrestricted Chat PoC Group, the Group Advertisement message can be sent to ANY PoC User. We need to add one more sub element under <list-service> element in order to distinguish between unrestricted Chat PoC Group and restricted Chat PoC Group.
The other change or issue is that SIP MESSAGE URI-list service is introduced to allow the MESSAGE sender to select the receivers as it wish according to [draft-uri-list-message] but bullet #5 of sub clause 7.2.1.12  is limiting the receivers to the members belonging to the PoC Group. The change is made to make the SIP MESSAGE URI-list service be workable.

7.2.1.12. Group Advertisement request

Upon receipt of a SIP MESSAGE request containing the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.groupad' in the Accept-Contact header the PoC Server:

· 1. SHALL reject the SIP MESSAGE request with a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response if Group Advertisement is not supported by the PoC Server. Otherwise continue with next step.

· 2. SHALL check whether Request-URI contains the PoC Group Identity owned by the PoC Server or the Exploder-URI identifying a SIP MESSAGE URI-list service according to rules and procedures of [draft-uri-list-message] and known by the PoC Server. Otherwise perform the actions specified in subclause 7.5.2 "Conference URI does not exist" if it is not owned. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;  

· 3. SHALL perform the actions to verify the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address and authorize the request as specified in subclause 7.2.1.19 “Group Advertisement policy” and if it is not authorized the PoC Server SHALL return a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response.  Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 

· 4. SHALL return a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response, if anonymity is requested. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

· 5. SHALL obtain the PoC Addresses to advertise from the PoC Addresses of the ‘uri’ attributes of the <entry> elements in the PoC Group document if the Request-URI is a PoC Group Identity identifying a restricted Chat PoC Group or a Pre-arranged PoC Group or from the PoC Addresses of the 'uri' attributes of the <entry> elements in the XML resource list if the Request-URI is an Exploder-URI identifying a SIP MESSAGE URI-list service according to rules and procedures of [draft-uri-list-message];

· 6. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards each PoC Address as specified in the subclause 7.2.2.6 "Group Advertisement request"; and,
· 7. SHALL send a SIP 202 "Accepted" response along the signalling path towards the initiating PoC Client.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.

7.2.1.19. Group Advertisement policy

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow any PoC subscriber to advertise to any PoC subscriber if the <chat-group-type> element of the PoC Group document is “false” as specified in [PoC-XDM Specification].
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow the Authenticated Originator to advertise if the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address is allowed by the <group-advertisement-subjects> action as specified in [PoC-XDM Specification].
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow the Authenticated Originator to advertise to the <list> element if the Request-URI is a PoC Group Identity identifying a restricted Chat PoC Group or a Pre-arranged PoC Group and if the PoC Address of the ‘uri’ attribute of the <entry> element in the PoC Group document is allowed by the <group-advertisement-objects> action as specified in [PoC-XDM Specification].
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow the Authenticated Originator to advertise to the PoC Address of the 'uri' attribute of the <entry> element in the XML resource list if the Request-URI is an Exploder-URI identifying a SIP MESSAGE URI-list service according to rules and procedures of [draft-uri-list-message] and if the PoC Address of the 'uri' attribute of the <entry> element in the XML resource list is allowed by the <group-advertisement-objects> action as specified in [PoC-XDM Specification].

all the PoC Group members are allowed to send Group Advertisement information to all Group members.
