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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:
In the current PoC specification we have a weak point, that in case queuing is not supported somebody can reserve the floor as long as he wants by sending the release and immediately sending a new request.  

Problem example:  If T2 is e.g. 30 sec.  I can send release and request after every 25 sec and keep the floor, when queuing is not supported.
b) Clauses affected:
The subclauses 6.4.4.2.2 and 6.1.3.1.
c) Summary of change:
A timer is used for avoiding giving the talk permission to the PoC User, who recently had talk permission.  The timer may be an implementation issue. 
d) Consequence if not approved:

The floor reservation "for ever" is possible by using the standardized equipments. 
e) Reason for revision:

R01:  The meeting (Beijing) comments are taken account.  The functionality is generalised.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.4.4.2.2 Receive TBCP Talk Burst Request message (R: TB_Request)

Upon receiving a TBCP Talk Burst Request message (from a PoC Client that is permitted to make a request) and

1. if the Talk Burst is not granted the PoC Server:

a. SHALL send TBCP Talk Burst Deny message,

The TBCP Talk Burst Deny message 

i. SHALL include the Reason code field:

a) 1, if another Participant has a Talk Burst permission; 

b) 2, if PoC Server is not able to grant the Talk Burst due to an internal error; 

c) 3, if the requesting PoC User is the only Participant in the PoC Session; 

d) 4, if the retry-after timer is still running; 
e) 5, if the requesting PoC User has only listen only privilege; or,

f) 6, if the PoC Server does not grand the Talk Burst due to the PoC Server local policy. 
g) 
h) NOTE:  The PoC Server local policy can e.g. prevent the PoC User to get a new Talk Burst permission immediately after the end of his previous Talk Burst. 

ii. MAY include the Reason phrase field:

a) “Another PoC User has permission”, if another Participant has a Talk Burst permission;

b) “Internal PoC Server error”, if PoC Server is not able to grant the Talk Burst due to an internal error; 

c) “Only one Participant in the PoC Session”, if the requesting PoC User is the only Participant in the PoC Session; 

d) “Retry-after timer has not expired”, if the retry-after timer is still running; 
e) “Listen only”, if the requesting PoC User has only listen only privilege; or, 

f) "Talk Burst not allowed", if the PoC Server does not grand the Talk Burst due to the PoC Server local policy.  

2. if the Talk Burst is granted the PoC Server:

a. SHALL stop the T4 (Inactivity) timer;

b. SHALL stop the T7 (TB_Idle) timer; 

c. SHALL store the SSRC of PoC Client requesting a permission to send a Talk Burst until the end of the Talk Burst associated to that Talk Burst Request; and,

d. SHALL perform the actions specified in the subclause 6.4.4.3.1 “Enter the state ‘G: TB_Taken’”.

NOTE:
An initial SIP INVITE request in an On-demand Session or a SIP REFER request in a Pre-established Session is interpreted as a Talk Burst request.
6.5.4 TBCP Talk Burst Deny message

The TBCP Talk Burst Deny message is sent as an action from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function to the requesting PoC Client to inform it that permission to send a Talk Burst was rejected.

Table 4 “TBCP Talk Burst Deny message” shows the content of the message.

The following bit pattern in the subtype field SHALL be used for the TBCP Talk Burst Deny message: 00011.

Application-dependent data for the TBCP Talk Burst Deny message includes a reason in the Reason code field and possibly followed by a text-string in the Reason Phrase field describing why the request was rejected. Therefore the length of the packet will vary depending on the size of the application dependent field.

The SSRC field SHALL carry the SSRC of the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.

The first 8 bits in the application-dependent data field is used for the Reason code field.

The Length field gives the length of the Reason Phrase field in bytes. If the Length field is set to 0, there is no reason  in the Reason Phrase field. The Reason Phrase field may contain a text string with additional information. The text string SHALL use the same encoding as the text strings in the SDES item CNAME as specified in [RFC3550].

6.1.3.1 Reason codes

6.1.3.1.1 Another PoC User has permission

Indicates that another PoC User has permission to send a Talk Burst.

The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 1.

6.1.3.1.2 Internal PoC Server Function error

Indicates that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function cannot grant the Talk Burst request due to an internal error.

The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 2.

6.1.3.1.3 Only one Participant in the PoC Session 

Indicates that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function cannot grant the talk request, because the requesting party is the only Participant in the PoC Session.

The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 3.

6.1.3.1.4 Retry-after timer has not expired

Indicates that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function cannot grant the talk request, because timer T9 (Retry-after) has not expired after permission to send a Talk Burst has been revoked.

The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 4.

6.1.3.1.5 Listen only

Indicates that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function cannot grant the talk request, because the requesting party only has listen only privilege.

The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 5.
6.1.3.1.6 Talk Burst not allowed
Indicates that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function does not grant the talk request due to the PoC Server local policy.
The value of the Reason code field SHALL be: 6.
