6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.3.1.3 Pre-established Session modification

This subclause describes the procedures for the Participating PoC Server upon receiving a SIP UPDATE request or a SIP re-INVITE request that modifies the Pre-established Session. 

Upon receiving a SIP UPDATE request or a SIP re-INVITE request to modify an existing Pre-established Session, the PoC Server:

1. SHALL validate that the received SDP offer includes at least one Media for which the Media Parameters and at least one codec or Media format is acceptable by the PoC Server and if not reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response.  Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 2. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Removing Media from Pre-established Session", if the Media, which is marked removed in the received SDP offer, is currently used in Pre-established Session;
· 3. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Adding Media to Pre-established Session",  if the received SDP offer includes a Media, which is currently not used in Pre-established Session, and;
· 4. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "User Plane adaptation", if the received SDP offer includes changes in codecs, Media formats or Media Parameters compared to those currently used in Pre-established Session;

5. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response as follows:

a) include a MIME SDP body as an SDP answer based on the received SDP offer as specified in the subclause 7.3.1.1c "SDP answer generation"; and,

b) send a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP Core along the signalling path.

NOTE 1:
 In case the Pre-established Session is on hold the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function  forwards the PoC Session modification messages between the PoC Client and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.

NOTE 2: 
In case the media parameters have been re-negotiated during the PoC Session, they are valid in the Pre-established Session also after the PoC Session is released.
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
