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1 Reason for Change

The service setting for Invited parties identity information mode is currently described as ‘AUTO answer with IPII’ and ‘AUTO answer without IPII’ values. Practically this PoC Server’s behaviour, whether to allow AUTO answer for the INVITE request containing IPII, can be controlled by the existing access rules in 4.18.2.4 ‘Invited party identity information access rules’. But as was discussed in the UP contribution regarding TB Connect message, what is really needed is some indication from the PoC Client if the receiving client is able to support IPII feature. Through combining the access rule and IPII support service setting, all the IPII related signalling can be handled.

4.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support; 
· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode; 
· Included Media Content in a Request Support; and
· PoC Box indication.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.

4.26.1 Answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.

4.26.2 Incoming Session Barring (ISB)

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ISB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the ISB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· ISB active; or,

· ISB not active.

If the value is “ISB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming invitations for the Served PoC User.

4.26.3 Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring (IAB)

If the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the IAB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the IAB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· IAB active; or,

· IAB not active.

If the value is “IAB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming Instant Personal Alerts for the Served PoC User.

4.26.4 Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (SSS)

If the Home PoC Network supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the SSS setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the SSS setting to the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· SSS active;or, 
· SSS not active.
If the value is “SSS active” the PoC Server SHALL allow up to maximum number of Simultaneous PoC Sessions for the Served PoC User.
NOTE : If there are ongoing PoC Sessions the new value of the SSS setting will not take effect immediately.
4.26.5 Invited Parties Identity Information Mode(IPIIM)
The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Invited Parties Identity Information Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change his Invited Parties Identity Information Mode, if the PoC Client supports Invited Parties Identity Information Mode.

The possible Invited Parties Identity Information Mode settings are:

· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode active; or,
· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode not active.
If the value is “IPIIM active” the PoC Server SHALL deliver the invited parties identity information to the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.
4.26.6 Media Content Included in a Request Support
The PoC Service Setting for Included Media Content in a Request Support is published by PoC Client to indicate whether it supports the functionality of Request with Media Content.

The possible values are:

· True: indicate that the publishing PoC Client supports Request with Media Content; or
· False: indicate that the publishing PoC Client does not support Request with Media Content
4.26.7 PoC Box indication
The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the PoC Box indication setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the PoC Box indication setting if the PoC Client supports the PoC Box function.

The possible values are:

· unwilling;

· unconditional; or
· conditional

If the value is “unwilling” the PoC Server SHALL NOT route the incoming PoC Session invitations to the PoC Box of the Served PoC User.

If the value is “unconditional” the PoC Server SHALL route the incoming PoC Session invitations to the PoC Box of the Served PoC User unconditionally.
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
