If mbc_scheme parameter is present in a SDP offer from the PoC Client for the PoC Session, the PoC Client is indicating to use the included Media Burst Control Scheme for the PoC Session if the PoC Server allows it. If the PoC Server supports Media Burst Control Scheme, the PoC Server can include mbc_scheme parameter in the SDP answer if the PoC Group definition contains Media Burst Control Scheme information. If mbc_scheme parameter is present in a SDP offer or SDP answer from the PoC Server hosting the PoC Session, the PoC Server is indicating to use the included Media Burst Control Scheme for the PoC Session. 
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
