CONRR comment B38 proposes to “Delete list of PoC 2.0 functions from this part of the AD and just refer the reader to the RD for the functions”.
The AD template describes the Planned Phases as: 

“Specify where this architecture is within the projected phases (e.g. phase 1.0, phase 2.0, etc.).  If the current phase is greater than phase 1.0, briefly describe how this version of the architecture differs from the previous version.  “
This contribution proposes that it is more appropriate to describe architectural changes of PoC 2.0 rather than just list or point to the set of PoC 2.0 requirements.
