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1 Reason for Change

The CR document OMA-MEM-2005-0013R01 proposed to revise the description of the ME-5 to optionally include the use of GPM. For alignment with the principles of OMA Service Environment (OSE), this contribution proposes a modification in the language of the CR to prevent duplication of work in OMA. 

The current text has the word "may", which can keep such an option for duplication of work open. It proposes to revise the description of the ME-5 and to make the use of the GPM functions mandatory when and where they are available and applicable. The word "mandatory" is further qualified by saying that if existing GPM functions are applicable to be used in MEM. In other words, if applicable, one shall not be allowed to bring in any proposal to specify such management functions in duplication to GPM functions. 

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This change is not an issue, as it is work in progress on a first enabler release.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

This change has no impact on any specifications other than the future MEM specification work.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
