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5 Overview

Dear 3GPP TSG-CT6 and SA1 working groups:

The OMA Device Management WG intends to provide feedback to the 3GPP “LS on Service Parameters management” document: T3-050183; in order to clarify a provisioning conflict and another possible future conflict once the device decides to use the information from the Smartcard.
3GPP has already defined requirements and corresponding provisioning information through different sets of specifications (e.g. 3GPP TS 23.140, TS 24.234: for usage requirements; TS 31.102, TS 51.011: for provisioning data). According to these specifications, compliant terminals shall access, retrieve and use this information starting from release 5 and onwards. In this way the conflict could be identified in two phases:

The main conflict was arisen due to the 3GPP prioritising the information taken from the Smartcard, and OMA just recommending the use of the information of the Smartcard.
This conflict may lead to some devices to be OMA compliant and not 3GPP compliant, just due to a priorization problem.

This conflict will be partially solved within OMA DM 1.2, for the OMA DM Profile, were the information of the Smartcard is mandated to be used except in some particular cases.

Now, in order to avoid future conflicts there are 2 things that both standardization bodies should work on:

1- Make sure that the rest of Connectivity Provisioning Parameters (Management Objects, MO in the OMA DM Profile, or Application Characteristics, AC in the OMA CP Profile) contain the same information in both standards.

2- Resolve one additional potential conflict, which is to prioritise the use of the different use of provisioning information contained in the Smartcard.

In order to resolve (1), OMA is starting to create some connectivity MOs that will send to 3GPP to get feedback and make sure information at both standards show no conflicts.
In order to resolve (2), please see attached presentation from OMA DM.
