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The Parlay Group wishes to thank OMA for the  opportunity to review the OMA DM enabler and the OMA DM  WSI after input at the joint OMA and Parlay workshop, held in San Francisco USA, 5th. February 2007 and wishes to provide OMA the comments below for due consideration and response.

The results of this Parlay TAC analysis and review activity are summarised below;

· We have found no overlap with Parlay or Parlay X.

· Parlay X is a set of telecommunication Web services that is designed to enable software developers to use capabilities from the telecom network.  The DM WSI docs describe generic functions and message patterns: i.e. a single management operation on a device (request/response), a bulk management operation on multiple devices (request/response), and a notification message pattern for receiving device alerts. Parlay X 3 supports these message patterns and, in particular, Part 18 (Device Capabilities and Configuration ) defines specific interfaces, operations, message parts, data types for retrieving device capabilities and performing device configuration.

· Parlay TAC recommend that OMA adopt Parlay X Part 18 Device Capabilities and Configuration as the basis for their DM WSI specification. Parlay TAC also recommend that theOMA DM group collaborate with 3GPP CT5, the standardisation group responsible for the Parlay X  standards, to enhance Parlay X  to accomodate any future OMA DM WSI requirements.
