1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this input contribution is to seek input and to solicit support from the DM WG for a new WID for enhancements to the Firmware Update Management Object (FUMO) and Software Component Management Object (SCOMO) Enablers.  
2 Summary of Contribution

In order to provide increased benefit to service providers and end users, the proposed WID will include the following enhancements to FUMO 1.0 and SCOMO 1.0:
· support for secure image server initiated alternate download mechanisms

· support for download suspend and resume capability

3 Detailed Proposal

The proposed WID is attached.

This WID has a proposed time frame of 13½ months.  This may appear to be somewhat aggressive, given that it will run in parallel with DM 1.3 and DM 2.0.  It also involves two DM Enablers viz. FUMO and SCOMO.  However, the scope of this WID is well defined and there is substantial overlap in the enhancements that need to be made to FUMO and SCOMO.  In fact, that is the rationale for clubbing enhancements to FUMO and SCOMO under the same WID.
