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1 Reason for Change

This change request relaxes the requirements for support of content encodings in the DRM Message, specified in Section 6.2 of the DRM specification. The current required support for 7bit and 8bit encodings has the effect of mandating support for text DRM content. This was not the intention of the specification. 

The request also corrects a reference to the definition of the Content-Transfer-Encoding header. The definition appears in RFC 2045, not in RFC 2046 as indicated in the specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

1. Modify Section 6.2 of the DRM Release 1 specification as follows:

RFC 2045 [RFC2045] defines a Content-Transfer-Encoding header that describes how a specific body part is encoded. The default value is 7bit encoding, as described in the following quote from RFC 2045 chapter 6.1:

2. Modify the text in Section 6.2 as indicated below:




Content-Transfer-Encoding MUST only be used with body parts of DRM message, not with the whole body of the DRM message. The device MUST support the identity transfer encoding “binary”. The device MAY support the identity transfer encodings “7bit” and “8bit.”  The transfer encodings "7bit" and "8bit" MUST NOT be used when the body part of the DRM message contains non-text data such as images or audio. Other nonidentity Content-Transfer-Encodings like “base64” MAY also be supported.
RFC 2046 defines a Content-Transfer-Encoding header that describes how a specific body part is encoded. This header MUST be present in the body part of the DRM message.
