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1 Reason for Contribution

To achieve an agreed and coherent set of Mandatory and Optional features for OMA DRM v2 implementations.

2 Summary of Contribution

The attached spreadsheet contains a list of features and the proposed status for each feature.

3 Detailed Proposal

· See attached spreadsheet for details

· A few features are “Open”.  This means that the contributing companies would like to discuss the feature with the group before coming to a recommendation as to whether the feature should be Mandatory or Optional.

· Open for discussion is the status of the Optional features.

· Do we make them individually optional?  This would mean that an implementer could implement all the Mandatory features and then implement whichever or none of the Optional features that they wanted to.  This would mean that if there were n optional features, there could be up to n! (n factorial) combinations of Device capability implemented.  This would not allow a service provider to make an informed decision about whether they could offer services based on the Optional features.

· Alternatively, the group could decide that if an implementation supports any Optional feature it MUST support all of them.  This would mean that there would be two classes of Device in the field, those will all Mandatory features and no Optional features and those with all features.  This would give service providers a good basis for decisions regarding optional features, but might be considered too inflexible by some.
