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1. Description and Goals

The goal of BACDLDRM is to specify application level protocols and behaviours that provide transactional and lifecycle management of content and applications on mobile devices.  Examples include:

· Confirmed content delivery 

· Support charging for content delivery and use

· Protection of personal and commercial content

· Constraining content usage based on associated permissions

· Content distribution (including superdistribution)

· Support for storing and sharing content and applications

2. Scope

BAC DLDRM uses or creates the following technologies to achieve the aforementioned goals:

· Application level protocols for client/server and peer-to-peer communication and file transfer.

· User agents responsible for enforcing behaviours on mobile devices.

· Packaging formats and media types.

· Rights Expression Language to express permissions and constraints

From an operational standpoint, the scope of BAC DLDRM includes a variety of activities.  BAC DLDRM will coordinate with other groups (see section 8 below) to accomplish the following tasks:

· Collection and refinement of requirements and uses cases for new work items.  This includes initiating liaison statements to various external entities to elicit input.

· Selection of security protocols and frameworks.

· Development of technical specifications, including maintenance of existing specifications.

· Review and approval of interoperability test plans and procedures.

3. Criteria for Success

The success of BAC DLDRM is measured by:

· Participation from all parts of the value chain, including content providers and application developers, IT and software vendors, operators, manufacturers, and other stakeholders to encourage adoption in the marketplace.

· Timely approval of specifications that support the requirements and adhere to the overall OMA architecture.

· Completion of a comprehensive interoperability test programme for the specifications.

· Successful collaboration with both internal and external parties.

4. Duration

The BAC DLDRM group is proposed to be a standing committee within OMA.  As a standing committee, the Working Group Charter is subject to review as required by the OMA governing processes.  Approved Work Item Proposals will govern the actual work performed by BAC DLDRM.

5. Schedule and Deliverables

The specific schedules and deliverables for BAC DLDRM will be outlined in the Work Item Proposals for specific functionality that are submitted to the OMA Technical Plenary for approval.

6. Resource Requirements

The Working Group requires the following resources:

· OMA staff assistance in arranging meetings – see section 10,

· OMA provision on email, conference call number, and web site services for member access – see section 10,

· OMA working group website FTP access for at least the working group chair and secretary,

· OMA liaison services – see section 7,

No guarantee of commitment level is required, e.g. percentage of working time.  However, member companies are encouraged to permit their representatives to donate as much time as possible to bring new specifications to market as quickly and with the best quality possible.

10. Dependencies on OMA specifications

The Working Group will have dependencies on existing OMA specifications, including those inherited from the WAP Forum, and possibly others. Dependencies on future specifications will be clearly communicated and release timed appropriately. 

11. Meetings and Communication

The Working Group will use the following meetings and communication vehicles to conduct drafting committee business:

· Meetings of one or more sessions, typically 2 days, in each OMA plenary meeting. OMA staff will make the arrangements for these meetings.

· Additional interim meetings to progress specifications being developed by the Working Group. The Working Group will rely upon member companies to host these meetings.

· Weekly conference calls 

· An archived searchable email reflector

· A Working Group web page  

12. Membership

The activities of the Working Group are open to all representatives of member companies. Domain experts in Internet technologies, specifically in those areas outlined in the Scope section, are welcomed and actively desired for the Working Group.
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
