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1 Reason for Change

In the Singapore meeting, the CR document OMA-DLDRM-2005-0112-CR-DCF-redirection was presented. That document was aiming for a discussion about what re-direction exactly means in the DCF spec section 5.2.2.2 preview header, why other url header doesn’t have prohibition of re-direction such like preview header, and how we can clarify this.
Jan asked background of prohibiting re-direction to Tim by email, and Tim responded that it was written with an intention as such like following :

when the client connects to the rights issuer with the silent-rights-url and the preview-rights-url, the rights issuer should not return xhtml which can be used for re-directing to other url, because xhtml could start web-browser and it could be shown to user screen.
Meanwhile, by the prior paragraph(The parameter preview-rights-url MUST be a … the Device MAY retry the request at a later time.), when the client connects to the silent-rights-url and the preview-rights-url, the rights issuer should not return anything other than a ROAP Trigger, a Download Descriptor, a bundled Download Descriptor and ROAP Trigger, and http 404 error response. So xhtml cannot be returned from those urls, and the situation of re-direction using xhtml cannot happen. - This opinion was submitted by Sami.
Hence the purpose of sentence which prohibits re-direction is already achieved by prior paragraph.

We will be able to clear re-direction issue by removing the sentence of re-direction prohibiting from section 5.2.2.2.

5 Recommendation

We suggest that DLDRM members discuss further about this and agree to remove the sentence “When the client connects to the Rights Issuer with this URL, this MUST NOT result in any re-direction” from the section 5.2.2.2 preview header” from the latest DCF specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2.2.2  Preview header
The Preview header contains an indication to the client that it is possible to provide a preview for this DRM Content.

If the preview-method is “instant”, then the specific media element to be used for preview MUST be indicated using the preview-element-uri parameter. In addition, this media element MUST be NULL-encrypted, and as such, MUST have an EncryptionMethod header with the algorithm-id parameter set to NULL.

	“instant”
	This indicates that one of the elements within this file can be used for preview.

If instant method is specified, then preview-element-uri MUST be specified.

	“preview-rights”
	This indicates that a preview Rights Object can be obtained by requesting it silently from the Rights Issuer, without user interaction

If preview-rights method is specified, then preview-rights-url MUST be specified.


The parameter preview-element-uri MUST be a unique identifier and a URI according to [RFC2396]. And, it MUST resolve to an element present within the same file. 

The parameter preview-rights-url MUST be a URL according to [RFC2396] and a successful request to the URL MUST return a ROAP Trigger, a Download Descriptor or a bundled Download Descriptor and ROAP Trigger as defined in [DRM-v2]. If preview-rights-url is a HTTP URL and the request fails with error code 404 Not Found [RFC2616], the Device SHOULD NOT make further requests to the URL. If the request fails with some other error, the Device MAY retry the request at a later time.

If the preview-method is indicated as “instant”, the preview element can be used freely with unlimited use, without acquiring any Rights Objects.

If the preview-method is “preview-rights”, then the preview-rights-url MUST be indicated as a parameter. 
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
