Dear OMA colleagues,

The MultiMediaCard Association (MMCA) thanks the Open Mobile Alliance for the Cooperative Agreement between our organizations to cooperate on establishing standards to enable secure removable media based on OMA DRM.

As a first step in this direction, the MMCA is providing to the OMA BAC DLDRM sub-working group an informal draft of rhe SecureMMC DRM Specification v2.0 [1] which is a work-in-progress in the SecureMMC Task Oriented Group (TOG) of the MMCA Technical Committee.  Furthermore, the MMCA provides a document [2] outlining its view of the role of secure removable media based on OMA DRM 2.0 and their interaction with OMA DRM 2.0 (or later) devices.

The MMCA hopes the attached material will be useful for the OMA BAC DLDRM sub-working group to gain an understanding of the work done in the MMCA SecureMMC TOG and help identify areas for collaboration and joint development. The MMCA believes that for devices implementing the OMA DRM 2.0 standard to be able to work with secure removable media based on OMA DRM 2.0, some additional functionality extending OMA DRM 2.0 may be required.
Please note that the DRM Secure Removable Media Profile Draft v1.0 document is not an MMCA specification. Rather, it describes the overall functionality comprising interaction of an OMA DRM device with secure removable media, which would then complement the work done by card standardization such as the SecureMMC DRM specification by the MMCA.

The MMCA greatly appreciates feedback from the OMA on the documents and requests for collaboration provided under our Cooperative Agreement. The next MMCA meeting will take place on June 28th and 29th.

The MMCA is looking forward to working with the Open Mobile Alliance to bring the success of OMA DRM 2.0 to the world of removable media.
