2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes two use cases which are as given below.
1. Transferring a Rights Object between users
2. Exchange of a Rights Object for a new set of Rights

3 Detailed Proposal

1.1 Use Case 1 - Transferring a Rights Object (between users)
1.1.1 Short Description

User 1 wishes to forward unused or partially consumed Rights associated with content, to User 2 
1.1.2 Actors

	User1
	User1 possess OMA DRM 2.0 Compliant Device

	User2
	User2 possess OMA DRM 2.0 Compliant Device

	Rights Issuer
	OMA DRM 2.0 complaint Rights Issuer


1.1.3 Pre-conditions


User1 and User2 will be in possession of OMA DRM 2.0 compliant Mobile device.
1.1.4 Post-Conditions


After successful transfer of the Rights Object, User1 will not be able to use the Rights Object on his 
OMA DRM 2.0 
complaint device, but User2 will be able to use the Rights which he has received from 
User1.
1.1.5 Normal Flow
· User 1 downloads content and purchases a Rights Object for the downloaded content

· User 1 wishes to transfer the downloaded Rights Object to User 2. User 2 may already be in possession of the associated content either via download or the content may have been received via super-distribution from User 1

· User 1 transfers his Rights Object to User 2 via the Rights Issuer

· User 1 will not be able to use his Rights Object after he has transferred it to User 2

1.1.6 Alternate Flow

If the Rights cannot be transferred to the intent user, User1 is notified of the unavailability of the Rights 
Issuer to transfer the Rights Object to the intended User.
1.2 Use Case 2 - Exchange of a Rights Object for a new set of Rights
1.2.1 Short Description


User 1 wishes to exchange a Rights Object for another set of Rights.
1.2.2 Actors

	User1
	User1 possess OMA DRM 2.0 Compliant Device

	Rights Issuer
	OMA DRM 2.0 complaint Rights Issuer


1.2.3 Pre-conditions


Use1 possess OMA DRM 2.0 compliant Mobile device.

1.2.4 Post-Conditions


After a successful transfer of Rights Object to the Rights Issuer, User1 will not be able to use the Rights 
Object which he has transferred to the Rights Issuer. User1 will be able to exchange the Rights Object 
for another set of Rights Object at a later point of time.
1.2.5 Normal Flow

· User 1 downloads content and purchases a Rights Object for the downloaded content

· User 1 may partially consume the Rights Object or may not consume the Rights Object at all

· User 1 transfers the Rights Object back to the Rights Issuer, which Rights Issuer would validate before accepting the Rights Object from User1.

· At a later point of time, based on User 1’s request, the Rights Issuer MAY issue a new set of Rights

Note: The composition of the new set of rights is left to the discretion of the Rights Issuer. Alternately, the Rights Issuer may add the submitted rights to the credit of the user. The same could be handled appropriately when User 1 purchases new rights.

1.2.6 Alternate Flow

If the Rights Issuer does no accept the Rights sent from User1, User1 is notified of the unavailability of the service.
4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations
