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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes some normative requirements to be included in Section 6 of the Secure Content Exchange (SCE) requirements document.  These requirements are derived from Use Cases 12 (Permanent Sharing of Content) and 13 (Temporary Sharing of Content) in the latest version of the RD (OMA-RD-SCE-V1_0-20060125-D).
R01 of this contribution reflects the comments received during the Athens meeting, and also includes a PowerPoint presentation in the .zip file that explains the motivation for some of the requirements.
R02 of this contribution adds three new requirements for Temporary Domains (SCE-SHR-000{J,K,L}) and some additional slides to the PowerPoint presentation.
R03 includes comments received during the BAC DLDRM session in Paris.
R04 includes the versions of the requirements SCE-DOM-000A thru SCE-DOM-000E that were agreed in Paris for inclusion in the SCE RD.  The remaining requirements are now in document OMA-DLDRM-2006-0067-CR-Remaining-SCE-RD-Requirements and will be discussed separately.
