Detailed Change Proposal

5.20 Use Case 20: Moving Partial Rights
5.20.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case is about moving a part of the remaining Rights from one device to another device in case of a stateful Rights.
Alice has MP3 music content which she can play for 10 times. She moves a part of her Rights (equivalent to 2 times play of the content) to her brother John. After moving the Rights, Alice is now able to play the content for 8 times further, and John can use the content for 2 times.
	5.20.2 Actors

Content Provider
	A business entity that issues Content and Rights.

	Alice
	The User who owns OMA compliant mobile phone and purchased MP3 content and Rights.

	John
	Brother of Alice and owns OMA compliant MP3 player.


5.20.3 Actor Specific Issues
Alice

Wants to share MP3 music content with his brother John so that Alice and John can listen to MP3 music from their each own device.
Content Provider


Intends that sharing users consumes Rights under limitation of initial usage condition which was issued to Alice.
John
Wants to listen to the music which Alice has listened to at his MP3 player during exercise walking.
5.20.4 Actor Specific Benefits
Content Provider

Copyright is preserved.
Alice

Benefits from being able to share purchased music content.

Benefits from being able to listen to the music at each of her device and her brother’s device.
John
Benefits from being able to listen to the music which Alice has listened to at his device.
5.20.5 Pre-conditions
Content and Rights are downloaded and installed in Alice’s OMA compliant device.

The Rights which Alice purchased is stateful (e.g. 100 times playable, 10 hour playable).
Content Provider has permitted Alice to move a part of purchased Rights.
5.20.6 Post-conditions
John and Alice can listen to the same MP3 music from their own devices.
Remained Rights in the Alice’s mobile phone has been reduced by the amount equivalent to the one given to John.
1. Normal Flow  
2. Alice copies MP3 music content from her mobile phone to John’s MP3 player.

3. Alice moves a part of remained Rights for using the content for 2 times from her mobile phone to John’s MP3 player.
