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1 Reason for Change

In Athens Obigo presented an input contribution that pointed out that there are some ambiguities around the definition of Compound Objects/Products. This CR proposes a major change to correct and clarify the procedures for Compound Products. 
The following changes have been incorporated:

· Clarification of the term Product and Compound Product

· Added clarification about what shall happen if License installation fails for a Compound Product.
· Added that a Product is Compound during download and installation process. There after shall Media Objects be treated as independent Media Objects. 
· Added concept of “Post Licenses”. Licenses that are installed, once the Media Objects has been properly installed. This will improve the possibility to avoid fraud during use cases as progressive download.
