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1 Reason for Change

This contribution suggests a new use case targeting the OMA DRM Secure Content Exchange Requirements Document.This use case is related to content exchange among domain devices or between terminal device and Right Issuer, and it mainly describes that the end user needs the functionality of recalling Right Objects transferred by mistake or retrieving Right objects in a lost device.

5.22 Use Case 22: Recalling Right Objects
5.22.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes that User  is able to recall the Right Objects without awareness of the other side .
5.22.2 Actors

	Right Issuer
	The entity that provides Rights Objects

	Home Media Center
	An entity that manages the Domain 

Also an entity that redistributes and manages Right Objects over the Domain

	Ben’s Handset
	A member device of the Domain

	Jason
	Ben’s father , interacts with Home Media Center

	Ben
	A teenager , Jason’s son , interacts with his Handset


5.22.3 Actor Specific Issues
Jason
Has transferred by mistake from Home Media Center to Ben’s Handset one Right Object of a content which is unfit for teenager , so he wants to pull it back without awareness of Ben to avoid an embarrassing situation.
Has known that Ben lost his Handset in which there are many valuable Right Objects , so he want to have them back to Home Media Center without awareness of the illegitimate possessor .
5.22.4 Actor Specific Benefits
Right Issuer
Benefits from being able to enhance user experience which will in return increase the revenue . Right Issuer also benefits from charging User for helping to recall Right Objects in lost devices .
Jason
Benefits from good experience in using Right Objects in the Domain , especially from being able to retrieve Right Objects in lost devices so as to minimize the loss , and from being able to recall Right Object transferred by mistake without awareness of the other side so as to avoid resulting in negative aspects.
5.22.5 Pre-conditions
Jason has built up the Domain via Home Media Center which can both manage the Domain and redistribute Right Objects purchased from Right Issuer over the Domain . The Domain’s member device list includes Ben’s Handset .
Case 1 : 

Jason has purchased from Right Issuer many valuable Right Objects . He is allowed by Right Issuer to redistribute them over the Domain . He stores them in Home Media Center . 
Soon , on request of Ben , he transfers some newly purchased Right Objects to Ben’s Handset . But he finds that what he has transferred includes one Right Object of a content full of eroticism that is unfit for Ben .
Case 2 :

Ben is back home from school . He tells Jason that his Handset is lost completely and there are some valuable Right Objects in the Handset .
5.22.6 Post-conditions
Case 1 : 

The Right Object transferred by mistake has been pulled back without the awareness of Ben . Ben can not access it in his Handset whereas Jason can do via Home Media Center .
Case 2 :
The valuable Right Objects in the lost Handset has been retrieved to Home Media Center without the awareness of the illegitimate possessor, they are not accessible via the lost Handset any more however accessible  in Home Media Center.
5.22.7 Normal Flow  
Case 1 :
1. Jason presses one button in Home Media Center to recall what has been transferred .
2. Home Media Center presents a list of  Right Objects just transferred , asking him which one(s) he wants to recall.
3. Jason selects the one that is unfit for Ben and presses ‘OK’.
4. Home Media Center recalls the Right Object .
Case 2 :

5. Jason presses one button in Home Media Center to recall the Right Objects in the Handset lost by Ben .
6. Home Media Center doesn’t discover the handset , so it requests Jason to select the state that the Handset is now in ,such as for example ‘power off’ , ‘outdoors’ , or ‘lost’ .
7. Jason selects ‘lost’ to determine to recall the Right Objects .
8. Home Media Center recalls the Right Objects with the help of Right Issuer .
5.22.8 Alternative flow
At step 8 , a charge may be requested by Right Issuer for helpping to recall the Right Objects, according some prescribed business rule.
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
