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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution includes a minor update to one of the requirements in the RD for the SRMProfile (WID 0127) and also a proposal for an additional requirement.
2 Summary of Contribution

This documents defines requirements that are required for Secure Removable Media Profile Work Item. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Update one requirement and add a new one as is described below. The new requirement is aimed to address the security issues that were raised during the Athens meeting whereas a remote DRM agent can consume rights in the SRM. The claim was that proximity is difficult to enforce and a device in proximity can be a proxy for a remote DRM agent. The new REQ-FCT-11 is aimed to eliminate this security problem.

In REQ-FCT-4 we just add the text “in-place consumption” in order to define what in-place consumption is, and be able to refer to it from REQ-FCT-11.
