6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1 Use Case 20: Digital Contents Brokering System
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The described use case is about a business model that allows the trade and/or transfer of the digital contents via Online Brokering Server.
5.1.2 Actors

	Online Brokering Server
	The server with special capability described in this use case that usually belongs to the original Content Provider or has been given delegated authority for the trade from the Content Provider.

	Seller
	The User and her/his device who wants to sell or give for free the digital contents that are once purchased.

	Buyer
	The User and her/his device who wants to buy or receive the digital contents at relatively cheaper prices or for free only with a little bit of brokerage.


5.1.3 Actor Specific Issues
Online Brokering Server
· Providing the user experience similar to the tangible goods may boost the Content Provider’s sales of the digital contents.

· The brokerage out of the transaction may provide an alternative channel for revenue increase to the Content Provider.
· The Online Brokering Server may be able to charge the transfer of the Rights between devices.

· On the other hand, the brokering model could cannibalize the income from the direct sales of the digital contents.
Seller
· The user may want to sell to others, through the brokering server, the digital contents, possibly at very cheap prices, that she/he is not interested any more. 
· The user may want to give for free to any other user (possibly outside her/his user domain) the uninterested digital contents. But, the receiving user may need to pay a small amount of the brokerage to the Content Provider. 

· The user may be willing to pay a little bit more for the re-sellable digital contents.
Buyer

· The user who buys the digital contents through the Online Brokering Server wants to save a little bit of money. 
· When playing the digital contents purchased through the brokering server, the quality should be exactly same. 

· The user may want to sell the digital contents again that she/he bought through the brokering server. 

5.1.4 Actor Specific Benefits
Online Brokering Server

· The Content Provider’s sales of the digital contents could be increased.

· The Content Provider can make benefit from the digital content exchange.

Seller
· The user can sell at very cheap prices or for free give the uninterested digital contents to others

Buyer

· The user can save a little bit of money from buying the digital contents through the brokering server. 
5.1.5 Pre-conditions
· Both the Seller and Buyer are registered users of the Online Brokering Server.

· The deal is made among the Seller, Buyer, and the Brokering Server.

· Both the Seller and Buyer are OMA DRM Compliant.

· The Seller has the digital contents (and the associated Rights) that she/he wants to sell or give.

5.1.6 Post-conditions
· The Seller is not able to use the digital contents any more.
· The Buyer is able to use the digital contents.

· The transaction information could be stored in the persistent memory of the brokering server for certain period of time.

5.1.7 Normal Flow  
1. From the Seller, the information about the digital contents and the associated Rights are sent to the Online Brokering Server.

2. From the Brokering Server, the digital contents and the associated Rights are downloaded to the Buyer.
3. By the Brokering Server, the Seller’s Rights are revoked, disabled, or maybe removed from the Seller’s device. 

5.1.8 Alternative flow
· In step 2, the digital contents itself may be downloaded or obtained separately, usually through out-of-band communication channel such as local connectivity or through memory card.
· In case of the content exchange, the information about the digital contents and the associated Rights are sent to the Brokering Server from the Buyer device after the step 1, and the Buyer’s Rights are revoked, disabled, or removed from the Buyer’s device after step 3.
