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1 Reason for Contribution

This CR 0070R01 is created since CR 0070 has been discussed in Seoul Interim Meeting.

This input contribution proposes a couple of High-Level Functional Requirements Secure Content Exchange (SCE) RD Section 6. 
When a Rights Object is moved to other Device, it would be required to control how many times the Rights Object can be moved to other Device. Among the current High Level Functional Requirements proposed so far, there is no Functional Requirements for Rights Object move count. In Paris Meeting, I had introduced this Functional Requirements to the attendees. This Input Contribution tries to compensate the current High Level Functional Requirements for Rights Move.
2 Summary of Contribution

When a Rights Object is moved to other Device, it would be required to control how many times the Rights Object can be moved to other Device. This is a kind of constraint in creating a Rights Object and provides both flexibility and control ability. 

By observations on Rights Object movement, there are 4 possible cases:

· (Case 0) RO Transfer is NOT allowed once the RO is delivered to the Device from RI. This is defined by the current DRM 2.0 specification.
· (Case 1) RO Transfer is NOT allowed once the RO is transferred to other Device (one-time transfer only). This is too restrictive and not flexible.
· (Case 2) RO Transfer is allowed and there is NO limitation in how many times RO can be transferred (unlimited transfer). This is flexible but un-controllable.
· (Case 3) RO Transfer is allowed and there is a constraint to set up the maximum number of RO Transfer (i.e. RO Transfer hop-count). This is flexible and controllable.
Case 3 is able to cover case 1 and case 2 as well as case 0. This Input Contribution describes a couple of High Level Functional Requirements that make the Case 3 possible in general context.
