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1 Reason for Change

SCE RD has a concept of User Domain for flexible content sharing. A Domain Enforcement Agent (DEA) manages the User Domain, so that the DEA can add/remove a Device for the User Domain. Current SCE RD, however, does not have any requirements about replacing the DEA of a User Domain with another one. As a result, it is not possible to manage the User Domain when a Device X in which the DEA of that User Domain resides is not available for the following reasons;


- To upgrade from a Device X to new Device


- To remove a Device X itself from the User Domain that Device X manages


- To manage a User Domain after Device X is lost or broken 


- etc…
Accordingly, this document suggests new requirements about User Domain management delegation and DEA replacement, so that the new DEA can manage the User Domain instead of the previous DEA.
