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1 Reason for Change

According to the OMA-RD-SRM, user can use secure removable media to backup and transfer ROs. But if the user doesn't have any secure removable media and he want to upgade his mobile phone, he need to backup ROs through network. For example, when user want to upgrade his device, he can backup ROs on the RI in his old device through network.  After backup is finished, RI will revoke the old device. Then, when user begins to use a new device, he can recover his ROs through network without paying any more money.
