In the requirement the Content should be replaced with Rights Object, as exchanging of DRM Content is possible in DRM 2.0 without restrictions.

Proposed Resolution
It SHALL be possible for Devices in a User Domain to exchange Rights Objects between Devices such that, transferred Rights Objects can be used to render DRM Content independent of other Devices.

In the Osaka meeting we arrived at an intermediate format which is given above. But we sight some ambiguities in the intermediate format.

a. User Domain DRM Content – In the requirement it states “User Domain DRM Content”, this indicates that the DRM Content is bound to User Domain. But in reality DRM Content does not belong to either DRM 2.0 Domain, User Domain or Device. It is the Rights Object which is used to render the DRM Content decides the classification.  The DRM Content can be rendered using the Device ROs and User Domain ROs on the same Device.
b. Requirement also indicates that the Content can be exchanged between Devices in User Domain. DRM 2.0 covers this requirement. In DRM 2.0 there are no restrictions in exchanging the DRM Content as it is protected. We believe that “Content” in the requirement is actually DRM Content and can be rendered only according to permissions in the RO. (Content – One or more Media Objects [DRM 2.0])
Above requirement should bring out that, the User Domain Rights Object can be exchanged between the Devices in a User Domain as in DRM 2.0 Domains.
The proposed requirement tries to resolve the above mentioned ambiguities.
