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1 Reason for Change

This document suggests a technical use case which is derived from the requirement labelled SCE-HL-006. The requirement reads:
The SCE Enabler SHALL allow a Device to request from the Rights Issuer the permission to share Rights (e.g. move Rights, copy Rights, lend Rights and so on), in the case where the user's existing Rights do not explicitly permit sharing; the SCE Enabler SHALL allow the Rights Issuer to respond by including newly generated (Domain, User Domain, or Device) Right Objects to be used by intended Move recipient Device(s).
The reason why it should be implemented in first release of SCE is as below:
(1) From backward compatibility stance, some value can be seen in this requirement. So the earlier it is implemented, the more sense it will make and the better for the market.
(2) The other value of this requirement is good User experience. Hence the earlier it is implemented, the easier it would be to promote SCE first version.
Hence we suggest turn the requirement into technical use case and include it into SCE1.0-AD document.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  add the following into the Scope section
The scope of this document is to define the architecture for enhancements to the OMA Digital Rights Management (DRM) specifications to enable the secure exchange of DRM -protected content among multiple devices.  These enhancements include the following:

· The definition of a centralized domain management function, such that users do not have to manage domains for each source of Protected Content for a domain

· The definition of an Import function that will allow content protected by non-OMA DRM mechanisms to be consumed by OMA DRM devices.  Together with the Export function defined in OMA DRM V2.0, the Import function will make it possible for OMA DRM devices to securely exchange content with non-OMA DRM devices.
· The definition of obtaining Rights for Sharing Rights that will allow Device to obtain from the Rights Issuer the Rights to share another Rights.
Change 2:  add the following into section 5.4
5.4 Flows

5.4.1 Obtain Rights for Sharing

Figure xxx depicts how Device1 achieves to Share with Device2 the Rights that do not explicitly permit Sharing.

The steps:
1. First step could be divided into three sub-steps:

1.1 Device1 requests permissions for existing Rights in an RO, this step is out of SCE scope.

1.2 If RI do not store all issued RO, then RI sends a trigger to DRM Agent1, telling DRM Agent1 to upload a certain existing RO, else RI need not send this trigger. So this sub-step is optional.

1.3 If RI does send the trigger as sub-step 1.2 describes, DRM Agent1 uploads corresponding RO. Also this sub-step is optional.
2. RI generates corresponding RO and then sends a trigger including the generated RO’s ID to DRM Agent1.

3. DRM Agent1 sends a request including the RO’s ID to acquire corresponding RO.

4. RI responds to the request and sends the prepared RO to DRM Agent1.
5. DRM Agent1 does some management over RO, e.g. storing or installing RO.

6. DRM Agent1 Shares existing Rights with DRM Agent2, under the control of newly got RO.
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
