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1 Reason for Change

Considering the security problem, the current SRM AD requests that Rights cannot be moved from its originated entity if it has  been backed up and not restored. However, we think this rule causes a bad user experience, for example, a user wants to move Rights to his friend, but he falls to restore his Rights because he can't find or communicate with the entity in which the Rights is backed up, thereby the Rights movement will be prevented, both his friend and he would be very depressed.
A selective way to solve the unexpected Rights duplication problem would be to allow the Rights movement, but once the Rights was moved, it cannot be restored anymore. In this case, a better user experience will be achieved.
The change request is to make a clarification on the issue mentioned above.

4.3.3.1    Rights Replay Protection
If Rights in the device is backed up to a remote place and the Rights is moved to the SRM, restoring the Rights causes unexpected Rights duplication. If the Rights in the SRM is backed up, it is possible to assume the same security problem. 
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
