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1 Reason for Change

In the August 10, 2006 conference call, review comment SCE-RD-181 was discussed. The comment is “SCR-SHR-012 uses the term “backed up”, but does not explain what it is.” The proposed resolution is “Add definition of ‘Backed Up’”. This CR adds the definitions of “Backup/Remote Storage” and “Restore” from documents OMA-AD-DRM-V2_0-20050908-C and OMA-TS-DRM-DRM-V2_0-20050915-C. Note that the definition of “Restore” in these two documents is slightly different than the definition of “Restore” in OMA-RD_DRM-v2_0-20040716-C.
Note that DRM V2.0 did NOT define “backed up” but did use the term in the definition of “Restore”. In fact, requirement 3 of section 7.5 of OMA-RD_DRM-v2_0-20040716-C states “It SHALL only be possible to Restore Backed up stateless Rights Objects to the Device for which the Rights Object were originally issued.” If this is not sufficient for SCE, then a CR against DRM V2.0 should be made.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add definition for “Backup/Remote Storage”
Add the following definition in section 3.2:

	Ad Hoc Sharing
	Sharing that is intended to allow a source Device to share specified Rights with a recipient Device in spontaneous, unplanned situations, e.g. sharing a song with a new group of friends at a party or playing a video on a hotel room TV while travelling. The Rights Issuer can specify the Rights granted to the recipient Device and the conditions under which the source Device is allowed to share Rights via Ad Hoc Sharing.

	Backup/Remote Storage
	Transferring Rights Objects and Content Objects to another location with the intention of transferring them back to the original Device (DRM v2.0).

	Constraint
	A restriction on a Permission over DRM Content.


Change 2:  Add definition for “Restore”
Add the following definition in section 3.2:

	Render Client
	A Render Client is the entity (hardware, software or combination thereof) within a user equpment that implements a Render Agent.  The Render Client is used to transiently render DRM Content.

	Restore
	Transferring the Protected Content and/or Rights Objects from an external location back to the Device from which they were backed up (DRM v2.0).

	Rights
	Rights are the collection of permissions and constraints defining under which circumstances access is granted to DRM Content. 


Again, note that the term “backed up” was used but is not defined. So if this is not sufficient for SCE, then a CR against DRM V2.0 should be made.
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
