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1 Reason for Contribution

In San Francisco, INP 0053 was presented that reverses the previous decision to use binary Rights Objects. This IC attempts to explain why DRM should continue with binary Rights Objects.
2 Summary of Contribution

The attached presentation presents a comparison of of XML, compressed XML and binary Rights Objects. It recommends that DRM continue using binary Rights Objects.

3 Detailed Proposal

See the attached presentation.

The file “ComparisonFiles.zip” contains the files that were used for the data in the presentation. In order to be “fair”, the author removed all extraneous spaces from the XML files. For compression, the author used the open source “zlib” library (see http://www.zlib.net/). The maximum compression was used to make the compressed files as small as possible. Note that the amount of memory require for compression is proportional to the amount of compression, e.g. higher compression needs more memory, lower compression needs less memory.
The file “OpaqueRightsObjects.zip” contains HTML documentation of the format of the binary Rights Objects. To see the documentation, unzip the file and open the file “opaquerightsobject.html” This format is similar to the format present in CR 0018 but changes were made to make the translation from XML to binary easier. The differences in size are minimal.
