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1 Reason for Change

In the SRM AD (OMA-AD-SRM-V1_0-20071029-D), there are some errors which have to fix. As we know, the SRM agent cannot have the Rights. It just uses the rights for controlling contents in the SRM. This error is in the Table 4. Another one is the use of the term, “move”. We defined “move” does not leave the rights in the SRM or Device. Therefore, it means “send” and “remove”. For the clarification, “move” should be changed into “send” at the section 6.1.3 Action 3.
