6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adding section to DOM
9.4 Import into User Domain

User Domain RO’s MAY be created by the following entities:  
1. Rights Issuers: entities that carry in their certificate the oma-kp-rightsIssuer object identifier, but not the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDevice object identifier or the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDomain object identifier. 

2. “Hybrid” LRM’s: entities that carry in their certificate the oma-kp-rightsIssuer object identifier and  the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDevice object identifier and/or the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDomain object identifier.
3. “Pure” LRM’s: entities that do not carry in their certificate the oma-kp-rightsIssuer object identifier but do carry the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDomain object identifier (the oma-kp-localRightsManagerDevice object identifier alone is insufficient to create User Domain RO’s)
These entities MAY be deployed in a device that implements an import function and creates User Domain RO’s for content protected by a non-OMA protection mechanism. 
In all cases, the RI/LRM function in the importing device MUST execute the SCE-3-RDP protocol with the DEA managing the User Domain and establish a DEA Context. 
If the importing RI/LRM function is creating User Domain RO’s with a <domain> constraint, then it MUST trigger a DRM Agent to execute the SCE-1-ROAP protocol to securely receive this User Domain RO. 
User Domain RO’s without a <domain> constraint MAY we delivered to DRM Agent via an out-of-band protocol. 
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
