Change 1:  Update the text in the Introduction, section 4
The Secure Removable Media (SRM) is a the portable medium such as memory card or smart card complete with secure storage area that is protected against unauthorized access. 
By specifying the SRM Agent, which is a trusted entity embedded in the SRMs, and related protocols, the OMA “Secure Removable Media” (SRM) addresses the user’s demands for DRM portability through the SRMs: it enables the SRMs to acquire, move, and consume the Rights Objects in a secure manner.

This document put forwards the requirements for the OMA SRM 1.1 in section 6 and related use cases in Appendix B.
