6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modify the text in the section 6.3
6.3    Secure Authenticated Channel

Whenever sensitive information, such as cryptographic keys, needs to be transferred between the DRM Agent and SRM Agent, a Secure Authenticated Channel (SAC) needs to be used. A SAC is a logical channel that provides message integrity and optionally message confidentiality. A SAC needs to be established using credentials from a trust model under which the sensitive information was created. 
In the SRM 1.0, if the DRM Agent and SRM Agent support more than one trust model in common, then multiple SACs can be established by repeating the MAKE process.
In the SRM 1.1, if the DRM Agent and SRM Agent support more than one trust model in common, then an existing SAC SHALL be replaced by a SAC using another supported trust model by executing a new MAKE process.
Change 2:  Modify the text in the section 6.3.6

6.3.6    Maintenance of Multiple SACs

For “S2S Rights Move” transaction, the two SACs between DRM Agent and two SRMs SHALL be set up successfully before DRM Agent initiates the “S2S Rights Move” while during the transaction changing SAC is normally conducted when it is needed.
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
