1. The client connects to the Content Issuer portal and browses the contents. Along with the content user selects payment option that requires playout of advertisements at some point of time when content is consumed and allows updating of advertisements by an advertiser. On its turn, Content Issuer notifies client’s selections to the Rights Issuer so that it can generate proper rights for accessing such content.

2. Rights are then issued by the Rights Issuer to the client’s Device. Rights may contain variety of information related to be used by the DRM Agent on the Device for advertisements enforcement. For example, this can be the duration of the enforcement of advertisement playout, number of advertisements playouts, playout rules (e.g. “no skip”), etc. Rights may also identify particular advertisements to be played out (e.g. by containing advertisement content ID).

3. Selected content is delivered to the client’s device. It can already contain advertisements that to be enforced played, and it may also contain instructions how the enforced advertisements should be enforced played. Advertisements can also be delivered to the client’s device independently on the normal contents. In addition, advertisements may also be associated with individual rights. The advertisements may be updated dynamically by a Content Issuer or requesting of a DRM Client. Also, the advertisements may be included in the DRM Contents.
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
