Change 1:  Update the section 21.1
21.1 Dynamic Advertisements Update

The advertiser can update the Advertisement in the DRM Agent. If the advertiser wants to update the Advertisement in the DRM Agent, the Contents Issuer portal pushes the Advertisements to the DRM Agent. 
Upon receiving the Advertisements, the DRM Agent SHALL perform the following procedure:

1. Check the OldContentID field in the received DRM Content and find the content ID which is same with the OldContnetID in the Mutable DRM information Box in the DCF which was stored in the DRM Agent. If the DRM Agent cannot find the content ID which is same with the OldContentID, the DRM Agent ignores the received Advertisements.

2. If the OldContentID is present, the DRM Agent updates old Advertisements to the received Advertisements. If successfully update the Advertisements, finish the Dynamic Advertisements Update procedure.
The received Advertisement SHALL encrypted with the CEK which was used for protecting the previous Advertisement. The Advertisement MUST be played before palyout the DRM Content. So if the Advertisement is removed from the DCF, the DRM cannot playout the DRM Contnet.
