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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to uniquely identify KMS extension for multicast streaming protection support specified by DRM 2.2, it is necessary to register dedicated URN with OMNA. OMNA registrations of this type are done within DRM WG.
This URN will be used as URI in ROAP-DeviceHello message Supported Algorithms field instead currently used blank URL for identifying KMS extension.
2 Summary of Contribution

URN for registration is proposed.

3 Detailed Proposal

 It is proposed that KMS extension for multicast streaming protection support is registered as follows:

urn:oma:drms:oma-drms:kms-multicast:1.0

where 

urn:oma:drms is the root URN
oma-drms is pre-registered DRMS system type

kms-multicast:1.0 is identifier of the KMS extension as currently defined in DRM 2.2 TS (if system is changed in the future, version number must be increased).
