The OMA Digital Rights Management Working Group (DRM WG) would like to update ETSI SCP on the progress of its work on the Secure Removable Media (SRM) work item. The SRM work item was approved by the OMA in September 2005 to develop additional technologies for enabling the use of secure removable media with OMA DRM compliant devices. 
In the scope of the work item, the DRM WG has produced four primary documents. These documents are the SRM Enabler Release Definition Document, SRM Requirements Document, SRM Architecture Document, and SRM Technical Specification, which are included in the OMA SRM Enabler Package.  The Requirements Document is at Candidate status, while the Architecture Document, Enabler Release Definition, and Technical Specification are currently at the draft stage.  
DRM WG has also started its final consistency review of the SRM specifications and welcomes any comments or questions from ETSI SCP on these documents.
