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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution consists of the work item WID-0112 (DS-1_3) for OMA DS 1.3 and is submitted by the submitters listed below for TP review and approval.

The proposed work item proposes an updated set of enabler specification for OMA Data Synchronization to be known as version 1.3 to address shortcomings identified by vendors wishing to implement real-time mobile collaboration solutions based on the DS 1.2 specifications.

OMA DS 1.3 will focus on work in the following 4 areas:

1. Reducing Traffic
For solutions which attempt to implement quasi-real time (always up-to-date) views of data, the need to reduce the overhead of a sync session becomes key. As such reducing the number of round trips and the size of the messages within each of these trips is the main goal of this work area.

2. Improving Security
As solutions that are DS based become more prevalent the need to satisfy the security concerns of all involved (users, IT departments, operators, etc…) also increases in prevalence. DS needs to mandate that implementations recognize this importance while providing the maximum number of options.

3. Always on Server Alerts
The DS option for providing quasi real-time solutions relies on the newly updated server alerted notification specification so it is therefore very important that these alerts be perceived as effective and efficient. SMS based alerts do no provide such a perception.

4. Adjustments to DS based Email sync

One of DS 1.2’s key enhancements was the introduction of Email Sync capabilities. Since this was first envisioned within the SyncML Initiative several of the use cases have evolved however, which require enhancements in this area.

This work item has been socialised with OMA Requirements, OMA Device Management, OMA Security, OMA Push, and OMA IOP DMSync prior to final updating. The submitters at the time of submission are: China Mobile, Extended Systems, Huawei Technologies, Intellisync, Fusion One, IBM, Nokia, Oracle, Orange, Symbian
